As I am writing this, we are at the beginning of a heatwave here in
Tampa, and across the country. It’s funny how you forget just how hot
it can get - but when you wake up at 6am and its already hot, you
know you are in for it! I want to remind everyone to keep themselves

| well-hydrated and try to stay indoors during the hottest times of the
day. Also, remember, your pets are feeling this heat as well! Make
sure they have plenty of fresh, cold water, and refrain from walking
them during the heat of the day. The pavement gets very hot, and can
burn their little feet.

With the heat, we are using our air-conditioners more often, which will

affect our already high electric bills. Try to keep your house cool by
closing your shades during the day to keep the sunlight out. Try using fans instead of turning the
air conditioner up. Also, refrain from turning on your oven which will heat your home up very
quickly!

We have also had a lot of rain, and mosquitos are out in forces! I am not usually too concerned
with them myself, but I just heard on the news this morning that there have been 4 reported cases
of malaria in Florida. Malaria is a mosquito-borne infectious disease that affects humans and
other animals. Malaria causes symptoms that typically include fever, tiredness, vomiting, and
headaches. In severe cases, it can cause jaundice, seizures, coma, or death. Symptoms usually
begin ten to fifteen days after being bitten by an infected mosquito. If not properly treated, people
may have recurrences of the disease months later. It is important to protect yourself and your
pets; use a mosquito repellant on yourself and avoid going outside at dusk. Also, check around
your property for standing water where mosquitos lay eggs.

Finally, we wanted to wish everyone a safe and enjoyable 4th of July holiday! Remember, our of-
fices will be closed Monday July 3 and Tuesday July 4th. There will be NO TRASH COLLEC-
TION on Monday July 3.

How to Edge Your Grass

Use an Edging Tool:

S A form level every time you drive the half-moon into the

"\ ground, producing an even depth with each edge.
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Simply drive the edging tool into the ground as you

would a shovel, down until the lip hits soil, rocking the

~ edger from side to side, and then pull the handle back

gently to dig soil and define your edge. Once you've defined your edges, take a shovel and shovel

up any loose soil or mulch into a wheelbarrow.

When using a manual edging tool, drive the half-moon into the ground completely straight

(vertically), not at an angle. Not only will this help define your edge more clearly, but it will also in-
hibit the growth of rhizomes from growing into the edges of your lawn.

Maintain your edging tool. Clean off any dirt or debris after each use. File away the edges of the
half moon periodically to keep them sharp. There's nothing better than a sharp tool, and nothing
worse than a dull one.

Overgrown Vines and Plants

Vines can bring privacy to porches, and be an attractive addition to your landscaping. However, vines need to
be trimmed and controlled or they easily become overgrown and unsightly.

Please take a look at your vines / plants. If they are growing out of control, have your landscaper cut them
back.
